The abstract should concisely summarize the goals, the main results and the conclusions of the paper. It should not exceed 6 lines.

INTRODUCTION


The manuscript has to contain a digest of the work. It should collect a comprehensive and systematic compilation of material from the work arranged in a methodical or systematic order indicating its aim, starting point, key issues in the topic, remarking points of discussion from contemporary aspects, and new trends and conclusions. References will be cited in the introduction and discussion sections to clearly show how the paper is making an important contribution to the field. 

The document should be prepared by the use of Microsoft Word. The length of the digest should be two A4 pages single column. The text should preferably be both left and right-handed justified with the first line indent.

For preparing the paper manuscript, type it in a one-column format, including figures and tables. The figures have to be high quality. 

The digest manuscript has to be submitted both in .doc and . pdf format via e-mail to arwtr@redintransf.org. 

PAPER ATRIBUTES

Manuscripts should be typed in single-spaced with standard 11-point Times New Roman (like the one used in this template). One option is to rewrite the current text adapting it to the particular content.

Number the equations consecutively with equation numbers in parentheses flush with the right margin, as in (1). Expressions and equations must be centred. They need to be numbered as follows:

where all symbols used in the equations should be defined either before or right after the equation.
References
The citations have to follow a consecutive numeration in square brackets after the name of the first author, Lopez-Fernandez [1]. When citing a section in a book, please give the corresponding page numbers [5].

The Reference list must appear numbered in square brackets in the last (no numbered) section and should have the following structure:  Author(s); Title of the work or article, in italics; Journal, conference, book or thesis; Publisher, in the case of books; Page numbers if necessary (example: p.32-36); Place and date of publication.
